You are invited to a discussion about the place of students in
central Melbourne—about the communities they form, and the
housing and public spaces available to them.

A simple statistic demonstrates the critical role of students in the inner-city. The City of Melbourne has 63,500 residents,
of whom 23,777, or 37 percent, are students (primarily tertiary students, and primarily from overseas). On the northern
fringe of central Melbourne, this figure is closer to 50 percent. To what extent is this vital population accommodated in
current planning and place-making policies? In what ways are universities taking responsibility for interactions outside
the classroom?

This event is inspired by the preliminary findings of an Australian Research Council-funded project being conducted by a
group of researchers at the University of Melbourne, titled Transnational and Temporary: students, community and
place-making in central Melbourne.

A wide range of speakers will give very short presentations, to be followed by a mediated discussion with the audience.
This discussion is important and your contribution will be greatly valued.
